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German A7V Tank (Krupp)

The idea of armored fighting vehicle sprouted up in Britain, France and other countries during the early 1900s. After WWI
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guns could not defeat those steel monsters.
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broke out, the stalemate of trench warfare encouraged Britain and France to develop AFVs. However, the German
military showed little interest. They firmly believed that the key to victory was well-trained soldiers, powerful guns and
flexible tactics. On September 15, 1916, British Army deployed Mark | tanks which were still under test in the Battle of

Somme. This is the first time tanks appeared in combat. The German soldiers got panic and fled because their machine

Since then, the leaders of German Army had to reconsider the role of tanks, and made plans. For this purpose, 7th
Transport Department (Allgemeines Kriegsdepartment, 7. Abtellung, Verkehrswesen) was formed and led by Joseph
Vollmer (1871-19395), an experienced automotive designer. On November 13, 1916, the German General Staff officially
released technical requirements about tanks and asked this new weapon to adopt the same chassis of tracked transport
vehicles to suit the trench warfare. The new tank was named “A7V” (acronym of 7. Abteilung, Verkehrswesen). The

department delivered blueprints of A7V design on December 22 of the same year. It adopted an improved Holt tractor
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chassis, and two 100hp Daimler engines. Its top speed could be up to 15km/h and its armor was 15mm thick. Volimer
promised a prototype could be ready by May 1917. The German military ordered 100 A7V tanks.

Because of limited resources and conflicting demands among departments of the army at the wartime, the German
General Staff ordered that the initial A7V production would be trimmed to ten tanks on January 20, 1917. Meanwhile, the
A2 Infantry Department of Prussian War Office also developed an armored transport vehicle, and demonstrated its
mock-up on March 13, 1917. The then Chief of German General Staff, Paul von Hindenburg (1847-1934) and the Deputy
Chief of German General Staff, Erich Ludendorff (1865-1937) attended. Performance of the vehicle was dismal and the
leaders of the Germany Army greatly lowered their expectation of the A7V tank. After studying British tanks, the German
military demanded that the armor be significantly strengthened to resist artillery fire. Therefore, Vollmer increased the
front hull armor thickness to 30mm. As a result, A7V tank’s weight was not balanced between the front and rear hull,
which badly restricted its trench-crossing capability. In April, Ludendorff ordered that A7V should copy the British
rhomboid configuration. However, Vollmer accelerated the development of the A7V tank and postponed the new design.
The new tank was named “A7V-U". By June 1918, it was still at the mock-up stage.

Although getting through several modifications, the first wooden mock-up of A7V was completed in May and demon-
strated on May 14. Apparently, the response was not as good as that one in March. The Colonel Hermann Meyer-
Rabingen (1887-1961) and Max Bauer (1869-1929) from the General Staff were present. Meyer didn't like the A7V,
complaining that it's poorly suited to trench crossing. As an artillery specialist, Bauer partially supported A7V. He consi-
dered that the strong attack capability and poor cross-country mobility of A7V tanks did not fit the current defense strat-
egies, and recommended that the two tank detachments be formed from the ten A7Vs on order

In spite of material shortage and technical difficulties, the first A7V, No.501, was finished in September. A7V tanks went
Into serial production in October. Each of them had exclusive an ID number and name. On November 20, British tanks
penetrated German frontline to a depth of 9km in the Battle of Cambrai. The leaders of German Army changed their
defense strategy and decided to counterattack by using tanks on the Western Front. They ordered the quick production
of 40 A7V tanks to equip three tank detachments before an attack in the spring of 1918. On January 5, 1918, the first
batch of A7Vs started service with Abteilung 1. Its trench-crossing capability was proved to be poor during training. The
leaders of German Army were very disappointed with that. In March, the German General Staff ordered to end serial
production as only 20 A7Vs were built.

The square-shaped A7V tank was 7.35m long, 3.06m wide and 3.35m high. It weighed 30t. It adopted an improved Holt
tractor chassis, and two 100hp Daimler 4-cylinder water-cooled petrol engines. Its top speed could be 16km/h and
maximum operation range 70km. It could ford water up to 0.8m deep and cross a 2m wide trench and vertically climb a
0.4m high barrier. Its main armament was a 57/mm Maxim-Nordenfelt QF gun and six 7.92mm Maxim MG-08 heavy
machine guns. Normally it had a crew of 16 to 18, and sometimes up to 26 were carried. Thus, it's the tank that had the
largest number of crew in the world. Its commander and driver were located in the driver's compartment above the
engines In the middle of the hull. Its Gunner and loader were Iin the front of the vehicle and machine gunners were
located all around. The early A7Vs were produced by Krupp Corp and Rochling Group. A7V side armor plates made by
Krupp Corp were slightly deformed. These plates were cut into five parts, and then built together. From the second batch,
all A7Vs were made by Rochling Group, and their side armor plates were standard ones.

In the early morning of March 21, A7V tanks saw their first combat in the offensive which was called Kaiserschlacht by
Germany and Operation Michael by the Entente Power. Abtellung 1 with five A7V tanks and Abteillung 11 with five
captured British tanks attacked the St. Quentin Canal as the spearhead of 36th Infantry Division. However, A7Vs posed
no threat to the British tanks. In the early morning, one A7V broke down and two A7Vs were stuck by barbed wire in the
operation. At last, only two tanks assisted the German infantry.

On April 24, all three units with their thirteen A7Vs were assignhed to a major attack of Somme. Because of strategic

need, these A7Vs were incorporated into three infantry divisions’ tank units (Gruppe Skopnik with 3 A7Vs, Gruppe
Uihlein with 6 A7Vs and Gruppe Steinhardt with 4 A7Vs). With the support of A7Vs, German Army quickly captured
Villers-Bretonneux, but later they encountered three British Mark 1V tanks in the south woods. Mark Vs fired at A7Vs
first, and A7Vs quickly returned fire. Two Mark IVs were damaged. Unfortunately, one A7V was hit by the third Mark 1V,
causing 6 casualties. The battle of Villers-Bretonneux deserves to be remembered since it's the first tank vs. tank battle.
Soon, the second tank battle broke out. British tanks were ambushed by German Army. A7V 525 fought against seven

enemy tanks. It destroyed or damaged five British Whippet tanks. Finally, three Whippet tanks escaped. A7V 506 and




942 got stuck in pits, and later captured and sent to Australia and France. In the following battles, the limited number of

A7Vs did not reverse the situation for Germany. They were destroyed or sent to the Entente countries, and got scrapped

at last.

A7V 506 which was sent to Australia is the only surviving A7V tank in the world and it's kept in the Queensland Museum.

There is a bright insignia - a red monster with a British tank under its arm on the A7V 506. In 1983, Germany tried to

negotiate with Australia to get this tank back. But this proved impossible. So the German military decided to form a

committee to rebuild the A7V tank in April 1987. About 20 famous companies including Krauss-Maffel spent three years

to finish the replica of A7V 563 which was handed over to the Deutsches Panzermuseum on June 20, 1990.
